Toplumda ortak deger olglst ve
aligveris araci olarak kabul edilen
paranin en énemli ézelligi, herkes
tarafindan kabul géren ortak bir deger
ve dedisim araci olmasi.

handwritten and promissory notes and
bills unique in the world, including bills
issued during wartime and by municipalities,
muiltilingual bills, bills issued by churches,
and banknotes featuring images of Ataturk
and Inonu. The photographs and stories on
the bills in the exhibition not only throw light
on the history of Ottoman monetary policies
but are at the same time historical
documents. 'The Story of Paper Money from
the Empire to the Republic' is an exhibition
packed with stories and incidents covering a
period of 168 years. It awaits visitors at the
Bank's Vledat Nedim Tér Museum in
Istanbul's Galatasaray district.

THE MOST SALIENT

CHARACTERISTIC OF MONEY

The main characteristic of money, which is a
common measure of value and a medium of
exchange in society, is that its use as such is
universally acknowledged. Money is generally

Osmanl'nin ilk kagit para
maceras! ise 1840 yilinda
bagladi. Bu ilk kagit paralara,
'kaime' adi veriliyordu. Aslinda
Osmanli para sistemi madeni
para rejimine dayaniyordu
ancak, piyasadaki yabanci
paralarin varlidi hazine igin
blylk sikinti yaratmaktaydi.

I. Mahmud déneminde piyasada
36 gesit glmus paranin mevcut
olmasl, para sisteminin iginde
bulundugu karmasikligin
boyutlarini agikga ortaya
koymaktadir. Tanzimat'in
ilaniyla, vaat edilen reformlarin
hayata gegirilmesi de blylk bir
mali kaynak ihtiyaci
dogurmustu. ilk olarak 160 bin
liralik kaime tedavdile suridi.

Kagit paraya gegisle birlikte
Osmanli Devleti'nin bagi
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divided into two types, commodity
money and representative money,
the former having an inherent
value as metal as well as a value
in circulation. The first such coins
in the world were the 'elektron’
coins struck and used by the
Lykians of Anatolia in the 7th
century B.C. Representative
money (paper money, banknotes
and bills) has writing on it but
does not actually possess the
value attributed to it but rather
circulates in the market in
representation of gold and silver
coins. The first representative or
symbolic money was printed by
the Chinese in 140 B.C. during
the reign of the Han Emperor Wu
Ti and remained in circulation
more or less continuously up to
the time of the Mongols. The
Uighurs in the eleventh century
used pieces of cloth known as
‘kumdu' on which they stamped
seals. The Sabir (Suvar) Turks also
used cloth money, known as
‘ekin’, and the Idil (or Volga)
Bulgars and the Khazars both
used money made of leather.

MONEY IN EUROPE

The first paper money in Europe
was printed by the Stockholm
Bank of Sweden in 1666, and in
1672 paper money known as
‘goldsmiths receipts’ was put on
the market in Britain. In America
notes were issued in 1690 by the
government of Massachusetts, to
pay soldiers' salaries. The story of
paper money in France begins
with a private bank known as La
Banque Générale founded in
1716.

PAPER MONEY AMONG

THE OTTOMANS

The history of paper money
among the Ottomans started in
1840 with bills known as 'kaime'.
The existence of 36 kinds of
silver coins on the market during
the reign of Mahmud | clearly
underscores the dimensions of
the mayhem in the monetary
system.
